Work Area

1) Keap your work area clean and
well lit.
Cluttered benches and dark areas
invite accidents.

2) Do not operate power tools in
explosive atmospheres, such as in
the presence of flammable liquids,
gases, or dust.

Power tools create sparks which may
ignite the dust or fumes.

3) Keep bystanders, children, and

visitors away while operating a
powaer tool.
Distractions can cause you to lose
control. Make sure that no one is
beneath, or on the other side of the
area when you are working.

Electrical Safety

4) A battery operated tool with integral
batteries or a separate battery
must be only with the
specified for the battery.
A charger that may be suitable for one
type of battery may create a risk of fire
when used with another battery.

5) Use battery operated tool only with
specifically designated battery pack.
Use of any other batteries may cre-
ate a risk of fire.

Personal Safety

6) Stay alert, watch what you are
doing, and ugse common sense
when operating a power tool. Do
not use tool while tired or under
the influence of drugs, alcohol, or
medication.

A moment of inattention while operat-
ing power tools may result in serious
personal injury.

7) Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewelry. Contain long
hair,

Keep your hair, clothing, and
gloves away from moving parts.
Loose clothes, jewelry, or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

8) Avoid accldental starting. Be sure
switch is in the locked or off posi-
tion before inserting battery pack.
Carrying tools with your finger on the
switch or inserting the battery pack
into a tool with the switch on invites
accidents.

9) Remove adjusting keys or wrench-
as before turning the tool on.
A wrench or a key that is left attached
to a rotating part of the tool may
result in personal injury.

10) Do not overreach. Keep proper
footing and balance at all times.
Proper footing and balance enable
better control of the tool in unexpected
situations.

11) Use safety equipment. Always wear
eye protection.

Dust mask, non-skid safety shoes,
hard hat, or hearing protection must
be used for appropriate conditions.

Tool use and care

12) Use clamps or other practical way
to secure and support the work-
piece to a stable platform.

Holding the work by hand or against
your body is unstable and may lead
to loss of control.
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13) Do not force tool. Use the correct
tool for your application.
The correct tool will do the job better
and safer at the rate for which it is
designed. '

14) Do not use tool if switch does not
turn it on or off.
A tool that cannot be controlled with
the switch is dangerous and must be
repairad.

15) Disconnect battery pack from tooi
or place the switch [n the locked or
off position before making any
adjustments, changing acces-
sories, or storing the tool.

Such preventive safety measures
reduce the risk of starting the tool accl-
dentally.

16) Store Idle tools out of reach of
chlldren and other untrained per-
sons.

Tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users,

17) When battery pack is not in use,
keep It away from other metai
objects like: paper clips, coins,
keys, nalls, screws, or other small
metal objects that can make a con-
nection from one terminal to
another.

Shorting the battery terminals togeth-
er may cause sparks, bums or a fire.

18) Malntain tools with care. Keep cut-
ting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained tools with sharp
cutting edge are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

19) Check for misalignment or binding
of moving parts, breakage of parts,
and any other condition that may
affect the tool’s operations. if dam-
aged, have the tool serviced before
using.

Many accidents are caused by poorly
maintained tools.

20} Use only accessories that are rec-
ommended by the manufacturer
for your model.

Accessories that may be suitable for
one tool may create a risk of injury
when used on another tool.

21) Tool service must be performed
only by qualified repair personnel.

SPECIFIC SAFE-
TY RULES

1) Hold tool by insulated gripping
surfaces when performing an
operation where the cutting tool
may contact hidden wiring.
Contact with a “live” wire will also
make exposed metal parts of the tool
“live” and shock the operator.

2) Before using battery charger, read all
instructions and cautionary markings
on (1) battery charger, (2) battery
pack.

3) CAUTION -7o reduce the risk
of injury, charge only Battery Pack
EY9021, EYS8025.

Other types of batteries may burst
causing personal injury and damage.

4) Do not expose charger to rain or
SNOW.

5) To reduce risk of damaging the elec-
tric piug and cord, pull by plug rather
than cord when disconnecting charg-
er.

6) Make sure cord is located so that it
will not be stepped on, tripped over,
or otherwise subjected to damage or
stress.

7) An extension cord should not be
used unless absolutely necessary.
Use of improper extension cord could
result in a risk of fire and electric
shock. If extension cord must be
used, make sure:

a. that pins on plug of extension cord
are the same number, size and
shapse as those of plug on charger.

b. that extension cord is properly
wired and in good electrical condi-
tion.

c. that wire size is large enough for
ampere rating of charger as speci-
fied below.

8) Do not operate charger with dam-
aged cord or plug—replace them
immediately.

9) Do not operate charger if it has
received a sharp blow, been
dropped, or otherwise damaged in
any way; take it to a qualified service-
man,

10) Do not disassemble charger; take it
to a qualified serviceman when ser-
vice or repair is required. Incorrect
reassembly may result in a risk of
elactric shoclk-or fire.

11) To reduce the risk of electric shock,
unplug charger from outlet before
attempting any maintenance or
cleaning.

12) The charger and battery pack are
specifically designed to work togeth-
er. Do not attempt to charge any
other cordless tool or battery pack
with this charger.

13) Do not attempt to charge the battery
pack with any other charger.

14) Do not attempt to disassemble the
battery pack housing.

15) Do not store the tool and battery
pack in locations where the tempera-
ture may reach or exceed 122°F
(50°C) (such a metal tool shed, or a
car in the summaer), which can lead to
deterioration of the storage battery.

16) Do not charge battery pack when the
temperature is BELOW 32°F (0°C) or
ABOVE 104°F (40°C). This is very
important.

17) Do not incinerate the battery pack. It
can explode in a fire.
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18) Avoid dangerous environment. Do not
use charger in damp or wet locations.

19) The charger is designed to operate
on standard household electrical
power only. Do not attempt to use it
on any other voitage!

20) Do not abuse cord. Never carry
charger by cord or yank it to discon-
nect from outlet. Keep cord away
from heat, oil and sharp edges.

21) Charge the battery pack in a well
ventilated place, do not cover the
charger and battery pack with a cloth,
etc., while charging.

22) Use of an attachment not recom-
mended may result in a risk of fire,
electric shock, or injury to persons.

23) Do not short the battery pack. A bat-
tery short can cause a large current
flow, over heating and bums.

24) NOTE: if the supply cord of this appli-
ance is damaged, it must only be
replaced by a repair shop appointed
by the manufacturer, because special
purpose tools are required.

25) TO REDUCE THE RISK OF ELEC-

With the switch at off, the bit is
locked in place, and the tool can be
used as a manual screw-driver - up
to 14.7Nm (150kgf-cm, 130 in-lbs).
There will be a little play in the driving
shaft, but this is not a malfunction.

Battery Pack Life
The rechargeable batteries have a
limited life. If the operation time
becomes extremely short after
recharging, replace the battery with a
new one. If the tool is not frequently
used, charge the battery pack at least
once every six months to maintain
battery performance.
Note: Use under extremely hot or
cold conditions will reduce

operation capacity per charge.
